REQUEST DEADLINE
1) Requests must be on file at least 10 days prior to the start of classes.
This permits the Registrar to:

b) obtain approval from the instructor and Department Chairperson

2) Exceptions to this deadline cannot be made.
3) Notification will be made by email or letter.

ELIGIBILITY to PARTICIPATE
1) Qualifying age is 62.

The opportunity to observe a class is a free service Otterbein College offers to the Central
Ohio community. Only one course per term may be observed.

ELIGIBLE CLASSES

1) Notall classes are eligible for observation. Observation is limited to lecture-style
classes. Classes involving individual instruction or classes with full enrollment are
not available (such as computer science, drawing, foreign language, lectures with
labs, etc). There are no exceptions to this policy.

PARTICIPATION in CLASS

1) The extent of the observer’s participation in class discussions or other class activities
is determined by the instructor.

2) The interests of tuition-paying students must remain primary; interference by
enthusiastic observers is disruptive. Observers are asked to sit behind the students
who are enrolled for credit as the instructor expects to see and be able to call upon
these students.
